The curtain is rising on YGPôs 34th year---hundreds of opening 

nights; hundreds of young actors and actresses; thousands of audi-

ence members; thousands of costumes; mountains of music; hun-

dreds of shows---all have combined to make YGP what it is today:  

loads of fun performing great shows in a professional environment. 

 

YGP was founded by Peggy Kerr in 1978 as a small musical theatre 

class.  The first productions were The Disco Dollôs Dilemma and 

Orange Crushmas in Denver. Since then YGP has developed into a 

strong, enterprising group of young actors who present a full menu of 

Broadway hits to enthusiastic audiences.  Thirty-three years of Music, 

Dance, Acting and Fun have made their mark on the audiences and 

actors who have participated in YGPôs many shows.  Peggy Kerr con-

tinues to direct all of the Main Company productions and the Show 

Choirs as well as to coordinate an impressive staff of teachers.  This 

past season marks the 174th Main Company production of YGPôs 

musicals.

Musical Theatre for Intermediate level students with 1-2 years in 

Discovering Musical Theatre.  By teacher approval.   

Grades 3-6.  Mondays, 6:30 -7:30  

The Apprentice Company is a continuation of the Discovering 

Musical Theatre Classes.   Emphasis is on more advanced per-

formance skills with continued work on acting techniques, stag-

ing of songs, character development and choreography. 

 

Teen Musical Theatre 
Musical Theatre for Teens with all levels of experience. 

Grades 7-12. Mondays, 7:30-8:30. 

Emphasis is on acting skills, character development, singing,  

choreography and musical theatre scene study. 

Dance Classes 
YGP offers classes in Ballet, Tap, and Jazz for students, elemen-

tary through high school with all levels of ability.  Dance classes 

are strongly recommended for all Musical Theatre students, since 

dance is such an important part of all the productions.  Placement 

in dance classes is by teacher approval.  Students should expect to 

spend 2-3 years in each level as they build their foundation and 

technique.

Show Choirs 
The show choirs combine to perform theme-based musical revues 

with lavish costumes and challenging choreography.  These show 

choirs have performed at many local events.  Favorite tour perfor-

mances include appearances at Disney World, Universal Studios, 

Orlando, Disneyland and California Adventure.

Voice Lessons 
Singing is basic to musical theatre, and beautiful singing occurs with 

careful study and attention to technical aspects of the voice. 

 

Private voice lessons are available at YGP.  Emphasis is on proper  

vocal production with attention to breathing, diction, intonation and  

ear training.  The students will work on appropriate repertoire for  

their age and vocal maturity.   

 

Lessons are one half hour per week. 

Lesson times will be arranged at the time of enrollment.
